As soon as His Excellency the Governor concludes the Address and leaves the chamber,
the Members will disperse' soon after the Joint Session, the Legislativr: Council will again meer
at the Legislative Council Chamber.

PROCEDURE TO BE OBSERVED BY MEMBERS OF KARNATAKA LEGISLATIVE IASSEMBLY AND COUNCIL
ON MONDAY, THE O2ND JULY, 2018.

His Excellency the Governor will arrive at the grand steps of the main entrance to the
Vidhana soudha at 1'2.25 P.M. on alighting from the car, Governor will be received by
Hon'ble chairman, Hon'ble speaker, the secretary Karnataka Legislative Council and the
Secretary, Karnataka Legislative Assembly.

At the main entrance a procession will be formed in the following order:-

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The procession in this form will proceed to the Legislative Assembly chamoer.
The Marshal announces the arrival of His Excellency the Governor. Hon'ble Members are
requested to remain standing until His Excellency the Governor takes the seat on the dais.
The procession will proceed towards the dais. on reaching the Floon of the House in front of the
dais, the procession bifurcates, on reaching the dais and before the Governor takes the seat.
National Anthem will be played. ln will sit on the Governor,s
ltft tnd Hon'bl" so"tk"t on thu tioht.Th. Gouurnor, o..uoi", ah" ,:entral seat. The secretaries
take their seats in front of the dais.

His Excellency the Governor will then read the address. As per Rule 26 of the Rules of
cedure and Condu Bus taka ative Council "no member shall show

any disrespect to the Governor when he arrives or departs or durring his Address by way of
obstruction or interruption with any speech or point of order or in any other manner; and
such obstructions or interruptions shall be regarded as a gross breach of order of the House
and disrespect to the Governor and such member or members; shall be suspended from
attending the session for a prescribed period or the remaining period of the session under a
motion to be moved in the House,,.

The National Anthem will again be played after the conclusiorr of the address.

The Governor will leave the chamber in procession in ther same order in which the
procession entered the Chamber. The procession will reach tl^re main entrance and the
Governor will be seen off by the Hon'ble Chairman, Hon'ble speaker and secretaries.

All the Hon'ble Members will raise and remain standing until the Governor proceeds and
leaves the Chamber.
