post. Apart from Chief Minister B § Yediyurappa, seven
other ministers had tested positive for Covid — i
gh, CT Ravi, 8T Somashekhar, BC Patil, B Sriramulu, Sha-
shikala Jolle and K S Eshwarappa. Ahead of the Legislative
Assembly Session scheduled to begin from September 21, all
legislators and officials will be subjected to Covid-19 tests.
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
