THE 15 newly-elected MLAs will
finally take oath on Sunday at
Vidhana Soudha, 12 days after
the bypoll results were an-
nounced, Speaker Vishvesh-
wara Hegde Kageri will admin-
ister the oath.

While the BJP won 12 seats,
the Congress won two and an in-
dependent candidate secured
one. A few of them, including
Rizwan Arshad from Shivajina-
gar, Arun Poojar from Raneben-
nur and Sharath Bache Gowda
will take oath as MLAs for the
first time.

KR Puram MLA Byrathi Ba-

savaraj said that this was not
new for him. “T am very happy
to take cath as a BJP MLA. We
do not know about ministership.
However, we were told it will be
decided after December 25. We
can wait,” he said.

Chief Minister B § Yediyurap-
pahad earlier stated that the for-
mer Congress and JDS legisla-
tors, who won the December &
bypolls as BJP candidates, will
be inducted into the ministry.

The CM is expected to visit
New Delhi in the last week of
the month to discuss the minis-
try expansion with senioer BJP
leaders and he is likely to ex-
pand the cabinet after
January 15.
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
